World History 2016-2017
Course Syllabus

Grade Level: 9th – 12th
Course Description: 

World History is the study of human history and development. We will examine key political, economic, educational, religious, military, and geographic forces which continue to shape our world. Students will be required to actively participate in activities related to the course objectives.
Course Objectives:

The student will examine, identify, and understand the following:

1. Dominant characteristics, contributions of, and interactions among major civilizations of Asia, Europe, Africa, the Americas, and the Middle East in medieval to present times.

2. How the Greek and Roman civilizations influenced American society and thinking.

3. The Renaissance and Reformation: new ways of thinking, including humanism, new developments in the arts, and influence on later developments.

4. The First Global Age (1450-1770): the origins and consequences of European overseas expansion; the effect of European arms and economic clout on other parts of the world; resulting transformations in the Americas, Africa, Asia, and Europe.

5. The Scientific Revolution: What it was and the impact it had on Europe and the rest of the world.

6. The Enlightenment: Its principle ideas and its challenges to absolutist monarchies and others of its effects on world history.

7. Major revolutions of the 18th and 19th centuries: political revolutions (American and French) and the Industrial Revolution.

8. The evolution of diverse economic theories and practices.

9. Total wars of the 20th Century: causes, comparisons, consequences, peace efforts, and other reactions of the United States and other powers in their wake.

10.  Late 19th and 20th Century European and Japanese Imperialism in Africa and Asia and independence movements: causes, reactions, short and long-term consequences.

11. Major demographic changes and migrations from prehistoric times to present: their causes and consequences.

12. Create and utilize timelines, charts, graphs, and maps.

13.  Locate/Analyze historical data.

14.  Examine visual sources.

15. Synthesis Knowledge/Write Essays.

I. CLASSROOM POLICIES/ PROCEEDURES
A. Participation is required and will be calculated into your daily grade.

B. Late assignments will be accepted; however, assignments more than a week late can only earn a maximum of 80%
C. When you are absent, you have five days beginning on the day you return to class to make up any missed assignments.  Quizzes or tests that have been announced prior to your absence must be made up on the day after your return to class.
